Appendix 1.

Registration requirements:

Information about the author
Specifies the full name of the author, academic degree, academic title, place of work, city. In bold. Right alignment.
For example:

  NV Romanovsky - doctor of historical sciences, professor of the Russian State Humanitarian University (Moscow)

Article title
In bold, centered
For example:
The ideals of the intelligentsia in the Russian society

Making the bibliographic description
1.  Do not use numbering when using citation in the text. The last name of the author (without initials) and year of publication should be given in square brackets. Giving a specific link (s), page (s) of the text in the article or quoting, you must specify the page (s) through the colon. Do not use abbreviations - c. and p. If the source has two authors, indicate the names without initials separated by commas if more than two authors, indicate the first and put the - other.
For example:
According to Merchant, "radical ecology is at the forefront of social ecology, pushing society and consciousness of its citizens to improve the quality of life» [Merchant, 1992: 9].
At the turn of 1980-1990's interpretation of a civil society based on the idea according to which the core of civil society are, above all, independent and autonomous civil society organizations opposing the government [Zdravomyslova, 1996: 18-19].
The biological approach to masculinity, for example, is represented in the evolutionary concept by V.A.Geodakyan [Geodakyan, 1985].
In the UK, the idea of ​​garden cities was sold in garden cities movement [Howard, 1902], which was interrupted by World War I, but the revival of Soviet scientists and urbanists in the 1930s. in the form of a "green city" [Barshch, Ginsburg, 1930], which was to become a model socialist city.
According Z.V.Sikevich, O.K.Krokinskoy, Yu.A.Possel, unconscious, like consciousness, is also processes information about the world [Sikevich and etc. 2005].

2. If there is no bibliographic reference name (s) of the author (s) (collective monographs, collections, documents, etc.), the citation should include the name of work. A short (one or two words) - whole, long, giving the first 1-2 words of the title, and then put a dot, then a comma and the year of publication.

According to various estimates, in 2010 the forest-covered peat fires from 1.5 to 9.10 mln. Ha. [Conclusion ..., 2010].

Еhe footnote in the bibliography at the end of the article must be specified by the sign «/» of the editor, for example:

Gender relations in modern Russia: the study of the 1990s: Sat. scientific. Art. / Ed. LN Popkov IN Tartakovsky. Samara: Publishing House «Samara University», 2003.

A text link to the source point: [... Gender, 2003]. Notice that in the case of collective monographs in foreign languages you should ​​indicate the editor (s), not the name of the source text:

Catastrophes in literature is often defined in terms of material and human losses, and as a sociological category, defined in terms of changes in the social structure and social order [Quarantelli, 1998].

A list of references that source indicates with the symbol name of the editor (s), for example, if it's an English-language source - ed. (if one editor), and eds. (if several editors), for example:

Quarant elli E.L., ed. What is a Disaster? New York: Routledge. 1998.

Deelstra T., Yanitsky O., eds. Cities of Europe: The Public's Role in Shaping the Urban Environment. M .: Mezhdunarudnye Otnosheniya, 1991.

3. In case the references are in a foreign language - Last name is written in a way it mentioned in the source language. If there are more authors (or editors) - indicate a first name:

For our analysis there is a particularly valuable case study of the reaction of the local authorities to sudden natural disasters [Murphy, 2010].
Even then, the participants stressed the importance of this issue for the world and noted the lack of attention to her macrosociology and financing of its study [Rodriguez et al., 2004].

4. The reference to multiple sources should be given as described above, separated by semicolons. For example:

More generally, the difference between the theoretical approach «from above» (from the state and its institutions) and «from below» (from the community) and the allocation of local knowledge as an amalgam of experience of local people, their beliefs, the interpretation of actions of central authorities and their attitude towards them is represented by works A. and B. Vynna Irwin [Irwin, 2001; Irwin, Wynne, 1996].

5. References should be in an alphabetical order. Books in foreign languages ​​are listed after the Russian ones as well. The numbering is not used! Example of the remains:

Абрамов А.М. Молчание профессионалов // Незав.газета. 2010. 27 мая.
Киммел М. Гендерное общество / Пер. с англ. М.: РОССПЭН, 2006.
Мещеркина Е.Ю. Социологическая концептуализация маскулинности // Социол. исслед. 2002. №11.
Keen D. Complex Emergences. Cambridge: Polity. 2008.

6. When the list of references presents the work of one author, released in the same year, after a year of manufacture there must be assigned a letter in the Latin alphabet. For example:

Kon M. In a changing world. M .: Time, 2009a.
Kon M. The father of the man. M .: Time, 2009b.

The text of the article should be indicated as follows: [Cohn, 2009a]. In the case of quotations - after it: [Cohn, 2009b: 123].

If there are several works of one author, which are reflected in the list of references, and reference is made to them, it’s been presented like: [Salmenniemi, 2007a; 2008]. For example:

The theoretical approach is based on the theory of risk society [Beck, 1992, 1995, 1999, 2010], accented critical moments of transformation processes [Castells, 1999, 2000; Yanitsky, 2000; Murphy, 2010], in particular encumbered technological accidents and disasters that affect not only the staff of a particular company, but also the population, and the environment [Keen, 2008].

7. If there is an indication in the text of a number of works ,  use the following form of a reference [see. Eg: Budgets ..., 1927; Cape 1928]. Or [see .: Historical Research, 1996: 238-277, etc.].

8. Link to the electronic document is only required when it is not paper printed counterpart. Mention electronic link and the date of the access. Date of the access - a day, month and year when the author of the link opened it, and it was available.
For example:
