Religious change and the internet:
dialectics of the conflict over new media
technologies

Notwithstanding the fact that religion in some form has always
had to be mediated, the emergence of the Internet leads to new dynam-
ics and possible changes in the field of religious phenomena. The Inter-
net brings new communication opportunities through its non-hierarchi-
cal communication patterns, multimodality, interactivity and
hypertextuality, as opposed to the one-sided communication patterns
generally present in the “old media”. Therefore, it can be hypothesized
that the media logic should bear important consequences on the pro-
cesses of religious change. Based on the several case studies and empir-
ical data, the paper proposes the idea that the Internet indeed delivers
new opportunities for religious change towards “new religiosity” (reli-
gious individualism, eclecticism, etc.). However, it is also emphasized that
new prospects of control on the side of traditional religious authorities
arise as well, i.e. that the changes that follow the mediatization of reli-
gion should not be overstated since there is a great overlap between of-
fline and online religious worlds. The author also concludes that the top-
ic of mediatization of religion should be a constitutive part of the
discussions over secularization and de-secularization of the contempo-
rary world.

The subregion Voivodina has a special kind of history in Serbia and
shows a special kind of societal and religious composition. In our paper,
we will first show the trends of religiosity in the last 10 years based on
different survey sources and as well of the census data from 2011. Our
very recent data were collected at the end of 2018. We will focus on the
intensity of private religiosity and on the questions regarding the public
role and expected capacities and duties of the churches, especially of the
Serbian Orthodox Church and the Roman Catholic Church. Second, we
try to formulate a more theoretical question concerning the appropri-
ateness of the interpretative framework of the theory of secularization.
We argue for a different approach, which includes historical variables
and can interpret the dimensions of collective identity.

Religiosity and altruistic orientation in
economically developed European
societies

In this paper, we examine the relationship between religiosity and
altruistic orientation in economically developed European societies. The
data come from the European Social Survey (ESS). Religiosity within ESS
is measured by three dimensions — self-evaluation, frequency of atten-
dance of religious services apart from special occasions and frequency
of praying apart from at religious services. Altruistic orientation is mea-
sured by rating of personal importance of helping people and caring for
others well-being. Using cross-sectional data from the last round of the
ESS (from 2016), from thirteen economically developed European coun-
tries, we revealed a very weak relationship between all three dimensions
of religiosity and altruistic orientation, regardless of confession. Second-
ly, using data from all the prior rounds of the ESS, from 2002 to 2016,
we also examined trends of both religiosity and altruistic orientation
within the same societies. The results indicate the decline of religiosity
and the rise of altruistic orientation in all examined countries.

Desecularization in the XXI century:
empirical verification of the
revitalisation of religion in Serbia

The purpose of this paper is a clarification of the terms and pro-
cess of desecularization and modernity, which are inevitable when one
regards religious changes in modern post-industrial societies, as well as
in post-socialist ones. Empirical researches confirm that even the most
secular Western Europe does not have a homogeneous religious society.
In the second part of the paper, the authors will use key empirical re-
search to show revitalization of religion in Serbia as well. The nine-
teen-nineties brought war, crisis and transition, but they also brought a
functional change for the Serbian Orthodox Church. This paper will ad-
dress some of these changes: 1) religion is not just a personal thing any
more, it assumes a certain place in the public sphere; 2) a new law of re-
ligious freedom (2006) changed the legal status of religious communi-
ties; 3) religious centers and temples are being rebuilt and built; 4) reli-
gions have gained their place in the media (public and private), and
religious radio and TV stations are also created; 5) religious communities
are receiving financial support, as well as tax breaks from the state, and
they are gradually taking control over their property which was previous-
ly nationalized. There is also a reemergence of Sunday schools, religious
service in the military and in the hospitals, so it is necessary to monitor
these processes as time progresses.

Religiosity of members of the
Adventist church in Montenegro

The issues of institutional religiosity of members of the Adven-
tist Church in Montenegro are emphasized in this paper. The obtained
results are based on the results of empirical research we carried out from
October 2018 to February 2019. Institutional religiosity is analysed on
the basis of the following indicators: religious self-identification, person-
al beliefs about the existence of God and God's involvement in everyday
life, as well as institutional religious practice. The paper starts from the
hypothesis that the forms of religiosity concerning the close attachment
to the church as an institution prevail among members of the Adventist
church. Hence, the research detects a very plausible score of religious
self-identification, belief in God, and observance of Saturday as the Sab-
bath. However, when compared to these variables, the research shows
aslightly lower score of religiosity when it comes to going to church reg-
ularly, reading the Bible, etc. Furthermore, the basic theoretical ap-
proachesin the sociology of religion related to secularization and desec-
ularization are summarized in the paper, and the possibilities of their
application in explaining the correlation between social and religious
changes in Montenegro are indicated on the basis of the analysis of the
results of empirical research.

Changes in sacral architecture as an
indicator of desecularization

In this article, the author explores the importance and role of the
observed quantitative and qualitative changes in sacral architecture with-
in a wide spectrum of the desecularization process, especially in post-so-
cialist transformation societies.

Based on the previous research experience, it is assumed that the
scope and rhythm of the renovation of the existing and the construction
of new religious objects significantly correlate with the determined
desecularization trends, and that it can be a useful indicator in the em-
pirical evidence of existing theoretical analyzes. Sacral architecture of-
ten exceeds its primary, religious function, and is set in the service of
non-religious goals, such as identity marking of space. In this sense, sacral
objects of large dimensions or the so-called architectural “megastruc-
tures” are particularly distinguished, as well as specific spatial locations
where sacral objects are built. The analysis will include the trend of sa-
cralizing public space, as well as certain dimensions of sacralization of
different architectural and social forms, from semiotic to onomastic
elements.

Judaism today is not a proselytic religion, it does not aspire to turn
the non-Jews into Judaism. This is a consequence of the numerous suffer-
ings of Jewish communities through centuries when, due to the reason of
the physical maintenance of the community, it became important to reject
proselytism. Without expanding, maintaining one’s own identity is an even
more stressed imperative. Turning backwards through Jewish history, we
learn that the Jewish people formed under the hills of Horeb, in Sinai, when
Moses brought the tables of the covenant and when the first monotheistic
temple in the world was built - Tent of Meeting. It was then that the twelve
Israeli tribes, as well as all the non-Israelites who came out of Egypt with
them, united and formed a unique, Jewish nation by accepting the system
of values of the Decalogue. It is a system of specific Jewish ethical attitudes,
values and principles that are not just a strikingly Jewish religious law (hal-
akha). These values are based on the written and oral heritage corpus, rang-
ing from sacred texts, religious practice to history and customs, along with
a system of responsibility for respect and practical application. Respect and
preservation of values aims to preserve the identity of the Jewish commu-
nity: we respect others expecting them to respect us; everyone has the op-
portunity to repent and change to the better and the duty to use that op-
portunity; engaging in raising the rights and dignity of others through
political, charitable, humanitarian and voluntary activities are duty; life and
health in the highest values that must be preserved; help and empathy with
those who are in trouble is the duty; as well as preserving peace in the fam-
ily, and in the community; there also is duty based on membership in the
chosen people for individual and joint improvement of the world; preserv-
ing hope and resisting despair is duty as well as respecting ancestors by
transferring their values to new generations.

The role of religion in banking business
in Islamic law

Worldwide the Islamic banking is rapidly developing, as a form of
specific types of banking in addition to conventional banking, represent-
ed as the prevailing concept of operations of banks around the world.
Contrary to conventional banking that is primarily focused on profiting,
Islamic banking is based on the principles of justice and fairness, aiming
to achieve equality in society in the spirit of the Islamic religion. Islamic
banking is based on Islamic law, where the Islamic law is based on the Is-
lamic faith. Referring to the basic sources of Islam - the Quran and the
Sunnah, the concept of Islamic banking, which is theoretically justified
Sharia prohibits certain institutes such as interest; risk; uncertainties; de-
ception; hazard, etc. Considering that interest (riba) is forbidden by the
Quran, the profit and loss sharing principle, as well as partnership rela-
tions in mutual business ventures, constitute the core operations of Is-
lamic banks. Since the interest loan is prohibited, the Islamic banks are
prohibited to avoid jobs involving excessive speculative risk (Garar). Also,
Islamic banks are forbidden to finance activities that are considered harm-
ful, orimmoral for Muslims (e.g. the production and distribution of alco-
holand alcoholic beverages, drugs, weapons, pork, organizing games of
chance, dealing with pornography). The duty of the Islamic bank is the
separation of zekat, a kind of religious tax. The obligation of the zekat is
based on the interpretation of the nature of the property in the Quran.
Since Islamic banks are profitable institutions, like the conventional
banks, specific ways of doing business are designed in accordance with
Islamic law and morality (e.g. murabaha, mudaraba, musharaka, istisna
jjara).

In the paper, the author considers the relationship between the
mutual effects of contemporary theological thought and the sociology
of education on each other. “Hardcore” Catholics claim that Pope Fran-
cis confuses, disorients and shocks them with his stances even though
churches need a new and fresh analytical approach in this increasingly
complex world. In this sense, the current head of the Roman Catholic
Church notices the same thing recommended to pupils in mastering sub-
ject content relating to religious issues: churches should be the seekers
of the new, and not the guardians of the old and the outdated.

Enlightenment rationalist discourse is not only a historical nega-
tion of early Christianity but has grown to represent the content of all
the antidogmatic currents in the church today.

The Spanish Catholic Church and the
secularinstitutions

The inquisitorial institution of the Iberian Peninsula (XV-XIX) was the
instrument of the society's religious control in the hands of the absolute
monarchy, while its mixed nature was recognized in its dual character based
on the status of an ecclesiastical court with regard to the origin of its legiti-
macy and functions, while at the same time was presenting a royal court due
to the administrative framework. This paper will analyze the relationship be-
tween the Spanish Catholic Church of the Iberian Peninsula, especially refer-
ring to the regions of today’s Spain, towards the secular institutions of the
society within the process of establishment, consolidating and the abolition
of the Inquisitional court which was given by the Pope a heresy control func-
tion. In the narrower plan, the elements of the procession of the auto da fé
will be analyzed where its dual origin, intertwined with liturgical and pro-
fane elements will become more prominent in the typology of sanctions
and penalties that transcend the legal frameworks of the canon law and
transposed under the jurisdiction of the secular authorities. This study will
try to present an analysis of these dual courts, whose systems of operation
lead to the confrontation of different strategies, but also to their coopera-
tion. This work is based on a collection of manuscripts scattered through the
Spanish archives, primarily in the General Archive of the Crown of Aragonin
Barcelona, as well as in inquisitorial manuals, whose systematic analysis will
contribute to illuminating of one of the most specific periods of the Span-
ish history.

The Amish in reality shows

The paper analyzes the content of the reality television series Break-
ing Amishand Return to Amish, broadcasted on TLC television, as well as the
analysis of the documentary Out of Order, broadcasted on National Geogra-
phy, all dedicated to the life of Amish, a conservative Christian group from
North America. A total of 26 hours of material, broadcasted between 2012
- 2014, was analyzed. The aim of the research is to determine the image of
Amish as created in the reality and documentary programs. Content analy-
sis was preceded by an overview of the existing knowledge about the way
of life, beliefs and customs of this Protestant denomination on the basis of
comprehensive foreign literature. A separate chapter in this paper covers
an exclusive interview with Christopher Petrovi¢, the only Amish in Serbia,
who currently lives in Niska Banja.

A comparison of information derived from the scientific litera-
ture, television material and the answers obtained from the interview,
points to a conclusion that the presentation of such programs creates a
distorted image of Amish and their lives, which significantly affects their
relationship with other people and religions in real life.

Wealth of poverty or
can religion be poor?
(co-reflection with M. Epstein)

The article, on the one hand, analyzes the concept of “poor reli-
gion” (“minimal religion”) by M. Epstein, described in many of his works,
in particular, in the monograph “Religion after Atheism. The new possi-
bilities of theology”, on the other hand, the author’s own position is ex-
pressed regarding some ideas expressed by M. Epstein, moreover, these
ideas are further developed. The author reveals the essence of the con-
cept of “poor religion” as a new cycle of religious history, as the emer-
gence of a new type of theology — the theology of resurrection and a
new religious paradigm — theovitalism; she comprehends with Epstein
the reasons for the emergence of this religion after atheism (meaning
militant atheism in the USSR); emphasizes the heart as a meeting place
for man with God; opens her vision of the essence of religion and Chris-
tianity and justifies it; analyzes Epstein’s idea of relating avant-garde art
to a poor religion; brings together with Epstein readers the conclusion
about the essential feature of the “poor religion” - believers have the ear
of God, the ability to speak with God, to hear the voice of God in their
hearts and the vision of God in every His creation. Particular attention is
paid to the theology of cosmopoiesis by M. Epstein, to the interpreta-
tion of the concept of “theology” as the Word of God about Himself,
which is divine, transmits divine energy through nature and its phenom-
ena. Itis concluded that the ability to perceive the flow of divine energy
in all is one of the main signs of the encounter between man and God
through His creation.
